The National Theatre of Children being the only professional theater is at the same time the only school for the other theaters of the country.

Being perceived between the world of colors where the pencils and erasers join to tell the two plaits that it is not important only to paint but what its valuable is to know and learn how they work in a letter in order to correct all the mistakes done. 

The coming of a cock that is bigger than an ox, the donkey that has only two legs or the ox that is without  horns and tail, make this part not only beautiful but also humorous. 

The placement of color world in a way that the two plaits are punished by painting only black and white will serve to make the latter understand their mistakes. 

It is a story that helps the child fantasy to realize what they see, feel and think in the child imagination. 

The three pigs

It is a fairy tale based on the popular fantasy and actualized for modern times of today. 

After a natural disaster, which destroys the house of the three brother pigs, they decide to migrate. During their way they think about the realization of their unrealized dreams, but the contrary happens. 

The way toward “happiness” is full of surprises, sufferings and sadness. After they realized only a few of what they ha planned they decided to return to their country. Many things had changed there and many surprises had been reserved for them. 

Treated within a very simple story, the three pigs, the fairy, the grandmother, the wolf, and the two persons become mystic, human and organic characters. After the conflict with the first person and the help of the second one they decide to reconstruct their house according to the will and idea of two oldest pigs. During the construction of the house they encounter their greatest obstacle that is the wolf. In this moment come into surface their abilities to handle the situation, abilities which are not very secure to face the bestiality and hunger of the wolf that is associated with a humor that characterizes its character the whole time. The bestiality of the wolf is defeated when in the same place returns the youngest brother who with this smartness and finesse manages to defeat the wolf with the help of the fairy. 

After the defeat of the wolf the three of them start to build a house of stone, idea given by the youngest brother after the destruction, but which was hard to be accepted by the oldest brothers. 

In this way is closed this fairy tale, but with the company and faithfulness of the wolf who swore to never disturb them again. 
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
